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1. Belgrade - Pristina Dialogue - Serbia is devoted to the full normalisation of the situation in our southern province of Kosovo and Metohija. That is exactly why the Belgrade-Pristina dialogue is set for. Issues differs - from such as car insurance, security for the Serb IDP to go back to their houses, economy and the flow of basic goods and energy from central Serbia that province is heavily depended on etc. Unfortunately the repeated elections in Pristina in past years slowed the process.

2. Disputes regarding the ownership - As Kosovo* is not a UN member state, neither the member of the most of world and regional format's - its ``independence`` is heavily disputed. Serbia will challenge in international arbitrage everyone seeking to acquire mine, land, natural resources, public or state enterprises - that has not dealt directly with Serbian authorities, as we successfully did in the past. No grab land, state or private property will be allowed.   

3. Genocide in Kosovo and Metohija - H.Taci is rather alone in such assessment. Just recently, after Serbia and international community insisted, a new international court that sits in Hague, Holland is established to deal exclusively with atrocities of Albanian rebels against Serbs and other non-Albanians during and post-the-war of 1999, including illegal kidnappings of Serbs for the purpose of organ harvesting (Council of Europe report 2011, From 220.000 Serbs that were expelled - only 1,9% went back to Kosovo and Metohija in 16 years and some 1200 Serb are still declared - missing. An American judge with international experience David Schwendiman will preside this Court.

* (Status - On 10 June 1999, the UN Security Council passed UNSC Resolution 1244, which placed Kosovo under transitional UN administration (UNMIK) and authorised international ``Kosovo Force`` (KFOR), a NATO-led peacekeeping force. Resolution 1244 provided that Kosovo would have autonomy within the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, and affirmed the territorial integrity of Yugoslavia, which has been legally succeeded by the Republic of Serbia.)
